The student written show is a dark, adult drama called Santa’s Helper.  Winner of the Second Place Howard Scammon Award, this play comes from the Playwriting Class at the College of William and Mary, and was featured at Premiere Theatre last spring.  The show’s ensemble comprises the talents of Greg Benson (former Sinfonicron Producer), Maggie Seegers (Assistant Director, The Secret Garden), Eric Nold (Caliban, The Tempest), Chloe Lewis (Ariel, The Tempest), and freshmen Joel White (Moon, Bones) and Jarrett Ley (Publicity Director, Sinfonicron ‘11).  The show also features the directing talents of Associate Professor Laurie J. Wolf (The Prime of Miss Jean Brodie, Marat/Sade) and Kristen Pilgrim (Gross Indecency).  It also highlights the skills of three prominent alumni: Tim Kaufmann (Producer, Pirates of Penzance), Tim Nielsen (Set Design, The Secret Garden), and Kate Lee (Costume Design, The Secret Garden).   Performing in the Clinic at 1003 6th Street NW, Washington, DC  20001, Santa’s Helper is a gritty reflection of A Christmas Carol, dealing with mature themes while investigating the value of forgiveness and redemption in today’s society.
